It will be noted that many of the men mentioned,
especlally on the Hobbs side, choge professtons — that of
teachere, ministers, physiclans, ete, The government reo-
ords show that many of them answered the call of President
Lincoln to the aid of our country in ‘61 nnd '62, On the Hobbs
slde, my grandfather and a great uncle; on the Elrpd slde,
a great uncle, who was killed in battle; another great
unecle, who dled of disease, and numerous second cousins
and more distant relatives were in the ranks.

‘While 1 am very proud of my ancestry I have made but
little effort to eulogize them ner did ¥ ask my kin to do so.
I 4id obtain from two men whom I believe were smong the
best preacher-friends of my grandparents, articles about
them. These eulogies are here printed just as they were
written by them.

HOBBS FAMILY

It is thought that we may be de-
scendants of Thomas Hobbes, Eng-
lish moral and political writer and
philosopher. He was the second
son of Thomas Hobbes, a country
. clergyman, Thomas, the philoso-
pher, was born within the borough

of Malmesburg, Wiltshire, April
b, 1588, He was educated at Ox-
ford and was oprivate tuter to
Charles II. He died December 4,
1879, at Hardwick, Derbyshire .(It
will be noted that they spelied their
names Hobbes)., Thomas Hobbs,
who we are certain was our an-
cestor and who may have been a
grandson of Thomas Hobbes, the
philosopher, came from Wales to
North Carclinz in 1690.

Elisha Hobbs, said to be the

. eighteenth child of Thomas Hobbs,

was born August 31, 1744 Elisha
married Fanny MecLena, whose
family was originally from Scot-
land, but she was supposed to -
have been born in Yondon about
1762, William . Hobbs, son of
Elisha and Fanny .(McLana)
Hobbs was born January 18, 1780.
He married -Priseilla = Coffin on
Avgust 8, 1799, at New Garden,
‘Guitford county, North Carolina.
She was born January 8, 1774, and
died April 5, 1836, near Salem,
Ind. Twelve children were born '
to them. four dying while very
young. The eight that attained
maturity age were: Samuel, Mary,
Delilah, Elisha, Deboral, Pernina,
Jane and Barnabas. All were horrn
in North Carolina except Jane and
Barnzbas who were born at Blue
River, Ind. '

WILLIAM HOBBS

Williara Hobbs was born in Ran-
dolph county, North Carolina, Jan-
uary 18, 1780.

He¢ was the son of Elisha and
Fanny Hobbs. At the time of his
birth they were members of the
Episcopal church and their two
older children were baptized ac-
cording "to that order, but ‘moving
to Gates county, and there being
none of that society there, none of
the rest of the children received
that ordinance,

Willlam was the fourth child.
They brought up eight to be men
and women, three boys and five
girls. When William was ahout
nine or ten years old his parents
became members of the Society of
Friends. Monthly meeting was
about twenty-six miles away and
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the nearest meeting for worship
was oight miles. The father often
went on foot in order to give as
many of the family an opportunity
of going, as he could, -

Elisha could read and write, but
his wife could do neither. Enow-
ing their logs in lack of education,
they took much pains to educate
their children, as opportunities in
th%sé% da%rs_l\;.‘rere limit:}gl. c

hen William was three or four
years olf—hetall into the cresk;
his héad became fast under & log
and he came near drowning before
/ﬁs father could get him out. For

a considerable time afterward he
was very weakly and could not
walk alone. It was feared his
lungs were affected, but he com-
pletely recovered.

On Angust 8, 4799, he married_
riseilla Coffid; daughter of Sam-.
ue aty Coffin, both de-
ceased. . . -

Land being poor, William learned
the saddier’s trade, which he fol-
lowed for a time.

He became an elder in the
Friends church. In the winter of
1811-12 he visited by appointment
of the Quarterly Meeting, in com-
pany of the rest of the committee,
all monthly meetings belonging
to the Western Quarter. _

In the fall of 1812 William '
bought land and with his family
moved to it,.

He was now away from home .
mueh of the time, attending meet-
ings with other Friends, These
trips were made through the wil-
derness on horseback to Richmond,
Ind., 160 miles away, and in Ohio,
still farther away. These pioneers
would lay out at night with little
else but saddle blankets for pro-
tection.

In 1812 he attended the Ohio
Yearly Meeting and in 1820 the
North Carolina and Virginia Year-
ly Meetings. On this trip he was
away for six months. .

About the year 1827 or 1828
there came & division in the So-
ciety of Friends. Those separat-
ing from the church were known
as Hixites. The Hixites took pos-
session of the meeting house and
the Triends would meet in the
church yard or at the houses of
their members,

Some of William's kin joined -
with the Hixites. He considered
their belief un-Christian and spoke
against it in no unmistakable

In 1831 William met Henry Clay .
in Kentucky and talked with him N
gbout slavery and gambling. This '
acquaintance was again remewed
In 1842 when they met at the
Yearly Meeting at Richmond, Ind. - -

In 1831 William took up the
ministry., In the year 1833, on re-
turning from z conference nt Bal-
timore, he found his eldest son,
Samuel, who lived at Salem, three
miles away, had died of cholera,
and all his family had had the dis-
ease, but were recovering. Many
persons died of this disease in that
year. They were dying at the ‘
rate of ten a day in Salem. ‘

William’s wife died April 5,
1836, at the age of sixty-two years.
She was corpulent, which was
thought to have hastened her
death.

On February 20, 1889, William
married Anna Untank, a minister
in the Friends ehurch at Newport
{(now Fountain City), Wayne
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nty, Indiana, They were bot
their sixtieth year.

William died September 10, 1834,
at the age of seventy-four yea
seven months and twenty

days. The body was buried

Samuel Hohbs, the oldest son of
william and Priscilla (Coffin)
Fobbs. was born in North Caro-
lina, November 24, 1800. He came

r. She was born in Nort
Carolina June 27, 1790. She came
to Indiana with Dr. Benjamin Al-
bertson, the prandfather of Anna
(Albertson) IHobbs. They resided
in Salem, Ind. Samuel was in the
business of painting and plaster-
ing. Their children were: William
Parker, Wilson, Amanda, Maria,
and Ruth.

Ruth (Parker)- Hobbs died
March 20, 1828, at the age of
thirty-eight years eight months
and twenty-three days.

Samuel took for his second wife
Margaret Hattibough Hagan. The
children of this union were: Mar-
tha, born September 23, 1830, and
Samuel, born October 20, 1832.

Samuel’s second wife was thrice

married, first to Willlam Hagan,
on August 11, 1822, There was
one son Humphrey, by this union,
second to Samuel Hobbs on Decem-
ber 17, 1829, and third to Nelson
Butler, on October 26, 1836. There
was one son Edward, by this
union. 8he.was born December
17, 1802, and died August 10,
1884, at the age of eighty-one
years seven months and twenty-
three days. Samuel Hobbs died
July 1, 1833, at the age of thirty-
two years seven months and seven
days of Asistic cholera while car-
ing for the sick of that dread dis-
ease which visited Salem in that
year. It is said that fifty-five
Salem persons died during the ep-
jdemic that year causing many
merchants to suspend business

and the town toc become almost
deserted, the inhabitants fleeing
to the eountry to escape the plague.

City (Richmond) known ss -the
Friends Bozrding School, and con-
ducted jt for four years,

In 1850 he was employed by the -

Indiana Central Railroad Company
to survey the first line for their
road from Richmond to Indiana-
polis. In 1851 he removed to
Bloomingdale and established the
academy at that place and contin-
ued in this work for sixteen Yyears.

Bloomingdale was then the edu-
cational center of a wide range of
territory and men since dis-
tinguished in various capacities
received the molding influence of
his strong personality,

In 1866 he was appointed by
Governor Morton as g member of
the board of trustees of the new
State Normal Sclool, then decid-
ed upon, and was shortly after.
ward chosen by that board to visit
in other states various institutions
similar to the one about to be es-
tablished in Indiana and to obtain
information on a variety of sub-
Jects,

The Friends Boarding School, of
which he had been the first prin-
cipal, was chartered as a eollege in
1859 and in 1866 he was elected
first president of Eartham Col-
lege. President Hobbs performed
the work of rrofessor of English
and American literature in nddi.
tion to his other duties, :

In October, 1868, he was elect.
€d superintendent of public in-
struction. Immediately after the
election Superintendent Hoss re.
signed and My, Hobbs was ap-
poinied by the Governor to £Il the
Yacancy. In 1870 he was in at
tendance at the convention of the
department of Superintendents of
the National Educational Associz-
tion at the Federal City., He was
appointed chairman of the com-
mittee on the problem of the edu-
cation of the colored children,

He retired in 1871, having been
defeated in the election the pre-
vious year and returned to Bloom-
ingdale where he again assumed
charge of the academy. :

In 1872 he made a geologienl
survey of Parke county, As trus-
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tee of the State Normal School and
of the Rose Polytechnic, at Terre
Hauts, he contributed largely to
their success, :

In 1879 the spirit moved the
Friends of America to send a mes-
sape to Alexander, the emperor of
Russia, and another to William,
the emperor of Germany. Dr.
Hobbs was chosen to perform the
mission. At St. Petersburg he left
with the prime minister a me-
morial, which urged that the Men-
nonites of the empire (a sect con-
scientiously opposed to war) might
be relieved from military service.
At Berlin Dr. Hobbs presented to
the crown prince 2 memorial which
advocated the settlement of inter-
.national disputes by arbitration
rather than by war. .He also called
on the government heads of Eng-
land, France and Ireland.

For years Dr. Hobbs worked in
the interest of Indian education in
North Carolina and Tennessee. In
1879 in the Republicam state con-
‘vention he was nominated for a
third time for superintendent of
public instruction, but was de-
fented along with all the state
ticket. - .

Perhaps the last visit he made
to his native county was August
9, 1883, when he gave an address
on the life of John I. Morrison at
the old settlers’ meeting at Salem.
He was a delegate to the world’s

conference of Friends at Richmond

in 188%.

He died June 22, 1892, at Bloom-
ingdale and was buried there. Yel-
low jaundice was the cause of his
deatd. President J. J. Mills, of
TEarlham College, preached the fu-
neral service and President Par-
sons, of the State Normal School,
and others made remarks. i

On the Sunday after his death
a memorial service in his honor
was held at the Friends church at
Bloomingdale. - Governor Ira dJ.
Chase made the principal address.
This meeting, as was the funeral
service, was attended by persons
from all over the state of Indiana.

He left a widow and six children,
William K. Hobbs, Mrs, D. W,
Stark, Mrs. W. L. McMillin, Mrs.

T. C. Trueblood, Mrs. D. Y. Had-
ley and Fowell B. Hobbs.

He was one of the best known
men of the Society of Friends in
the world. He was a teacher, min-
jster, lecturer, scholar and edu-
cator. He fostered peace and
temperance. He was especially
well versed in Bible Literature., He

lived so far beyond his time that .

he was accused of teaching um-
sound doctrine.

He lived in Indianapolis when he
was superintendent of public in-
struction in 8 house built by Henry
Ward Beecher. The house still
stands across from the entrance
of Cadle Tabernacle.

The degree of LL. D). was con-
ferred on him three times. He was
noted as a clear and forcible speak-
er, a logical thinker, a vigorous
and graceful writer.

He vigited personally every pub-
lic school in Indiana twice when in
the office of superintendent of
public instruction.

His hight was five feet eleven
and one-half inches, eyes blue and
his hair had all turned gray by the
time he was twenty years of age.

The record of the five children of
Samutel and Ruth Hobbs, follows: .

DR. WILLIAM P. HOBB

William Parker Hobbs, the old-
est child of Samuel and Ruth
{Parker) Hobbs, was born near
Salem, Ind., November 27, 1821.
William was but seven years old
when his mother died and eleven
when his father died. After the
death of his mother William and
his brother and sisters lived with
their grandfather and grandmother
Hobbs for a time. William msr-
ried Mary Ann Elred April 25,
1844, “She was born nesr Orleans,
Ind., January 7, 1825. Their chil-
dren were: Mildred Jane, Cyrus
May, Jaech, Melville Parker, Wil-
son Edgar. Thomas Wilbur, Reset-
ta, and William Lincoln. Mildred
Jane, Melville, Rosetta and Wil-
lam L. are now living,

William Parker Hobbs first
started in business .as a wagon
maker in Paoli, Ind. In 1849 er
1850, he built a storeroom in Or-
_angeville, Ind,, which is still stand-
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ing, and began doing the first trade
in general merchandise that was
carried on there. About the same

postmaster of that place,

Orangeville was laid out in town
lots June 14, 1849, and it is said
for several years did more business
than any other town three times
its size in Orange county, Grand-
father sold his store in 1853 and
moved to a small farm about & mile
from QOrangeville.

MARY ANN (ELROD) HOBBS

William Parker Hobbs died Feb-
ruary 2, 1897, at the age of sev-
enty-five years two months and six
days. Mary Ann Hobbs died Jan-
nary 4, 1901 at the age of seventy-
five years eleven months and
twenty-eight days. They were
buried in the Raglesville cemetery.

The civil war record of my
grandfather, William P. Hobbs,
and his brother, Wilson Hobbs,
who were members of the 85th
Indiana infantry.

Williamm P, Hobbs was enrolled
September 10, 1862, at Covington,
Ky., and mustered into service from
Orangeville, Ind., as a hospital
steward September 15, 1862, to
serve for three years. He was dis-
charged as hospital steward to ac-
cept the appointment of second as-
sistant surgeon of the same regi-
ment, June 1, 1863, at Nashville,
Tenn.

He was honorably diascharged on
account of disability in special field
orders No. 289 dated headgnarters
department of the Cumberland, Oc-
tober 19, 1864.

As assistant surgeon he ecarried
the relative rank of lieutenant and
received pay at the rate of $100
per month, .

Most of this information I have
obtained from a regimental his-
tory published in 1902 by the Rev.
J. E. Brant, major brevet lieuten-
ant-colonel, Bleomington, Ind. A
copy of this history was present-
ed to my brother, Charles, and me
in 1926 by Robert Clark, age
eighty-nine, the only member of
the 86th now living in Indianapolis,

The last time the national G. A.
R. encampment was held in Indi-
anapolis, in the year 1921, my
brother Charles and 1 were able
to get three of the veterans of the
-regiment together in the effice of
The Indianapolis News. These
men had not seen each other gince
the war, and they had a very pleas-
ant visit together. One of them
was John W, Sallivan, of Wash-
ington, Ind.,, who said that he
havpened to be in an attorney’s
office in Washington at the time
a letter came in there, soeking aid
in obtaining a pension for my
grandfather,

My grandfather had suffered a
sunstroke while in the southland
and was applying for a pension
by reason of this. Mr, Sullivan
told the attorney that he had the
exact date when this happened at
his home in his diary, for he had
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seen my grandfather fall from his
horse and had made note of it, -

Two of the men said that they
had taken medicine that grand-
father had given them when they
were sick,

Wilson Hobbs was mustered in
from Annapolis, Ind., September
4, 1862, the date on which the
regiment was organized, as its
surgoon, and served with it the
entire time until it was mustered
out, June 12, 1865.

C. M, Hobbs said that his father
saw the end of the war was near,
and the fact that he was in il
health and was badly needed by
his family at home ecaused him to
resign.

In the preface of this history
written by the Rev, Mr. Brant, he
said it was becoming a custom for
every regiment to -have its Xis-
tory and at their reunion at Terre
Haute in 1888, Samuel R. White,
of Company D, regimental clerk,
was appointed to write a history,
but failed to.do so becaunze of poor
health.-

The regiment was made up of
men from Parke, Vigo, Clay, Ver-
million, Sullivan and Greene coun-
ties and of a few from IMineis.
These men were unlike those who
had enlisted in 1861 in the fact
that they were of more mature
vears, -Many of the men of regi-
ments mustered in during I86%
left young families behind. Such
was the case with grandfather,
only one of his ‘children being
born after the war, My mother
was the baby during the war, and
she made o visit with her mother
-to Louisville to see her father.

Those who went in 1861 were
under the impression that the war
would soon end, but those who an-
swered the call in 1862 faced an
era of dread that the struggle
would be long and fearful.

The Rev. Mr. Brant said that
the 85th was just an average regi-
ment, yet their percentage of loss
wag more than 18 per cent. while
the percentage of loss of Indiana
troops in general was about 11
per cent.

On September 8, 1862, they went
to Indianapolis, where they were
eguipped and armed. They ar-
rived in Cinecinnati September 7,
then went into camp south of Cov-
ington, Ky. Oectober 8 they
camped at Falmouth river, where
more than 100 were in hospitals
because they had had no tents up
to that time,

In December the women of

Terre Haute presented them with -

a beautiful flag,

They brigaded with the 33d of
Indiana, the 19th of Michigan and
the 22d of Wisconsin. From Nich-
olasville they moved to Danville,
Ky, They lost sixty men from
sickness by March 2, 1863. - They
were then at Nashville, Tenn. On
March 4 they had their first fight-
ing in the battle of Thompson’s
Station. The 85th’s loss was thir-
teen killed and twenty-one severa-
ly wounded, They were surround-
ed and forced to surrender, Twelve
hundred prisoners were taken and
sent to Richmond in box cars. They
arrived March 18 at Libby Prison.
Most of the prisoners were out ot
prison in three or four weeks and
all were out in two months. How-
ever, more than 10 per cent. died
irt that short period.” Grandfather
and his brother was not taken pris-
oner, being in the nonecombatznt
class. The prisoners when re-
leased were sent to Annapolis, Md.
All who desired had a few days'
leave of absence to go home.

- By June 10, 1868, the regiment
was again in line after being scat-
tered for more than three months,

The history reprints an article
written for Harper's Weekly by
Wilson' Hobbs reporting the exe-
cution of two spies June 9, 1868,
He was one of the surgeons who
bronounced them dead.

On Friday, while the battle of
Gettysburg "was raging, they
marched out of Ft. Granger, north
of Franklin, and on Sunday went
into camp near Murfreesboro.

For many months to follow the
85th was kept guarding the rail-
road from Christiana, ten miles
south of Murfreeshoro, to War-
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‘trace. October b, Company E was
captured from a stockade at Chris-
tiana, but was paroled fhe next
day. It was decided that this ac-
tion was not in accordance with
the rules of warfare, and they
went back on duty.

About November 6 the regiment
was brought topether at Foster-
ville. Here was held a revival
which lasted for five weeks, and a
regimental church was formed.
One hundred or more men wers
converted, some of whom were
Lkilled in the Atlanta campaign.
Grandfather preached in many of
these meetings, Later another re-
vival was held at Goldsboro, N. C.

About February 1, 1864, they
moved to Lavergne, Tenn., crossed
the mountains, and reached Bridge-
port, Ala.,, on April 29, ]

On May 4 they were near Rin-
gold, Ga.

On May 156 they went into bat-
tle at Resaca and for 120 days
they were on the fighting line,

with battles at Cassville, Dallas, -

and a big ten-day battle at Peach
Tree creek, July 17 to 27. '

On September 1 Colonel Coburn
moved into Atlanta and all moved
in September 3.

October 16 to 18 the regiment
was on a foraging expedition.
About this, time (October 19)
grandfather resigned.

On November 15 they left At-
lanta in flames and started to
march they knew not where. No-
vember 19 they went through
Madison; Neovember 22, Milledge-
ville; the 25th, Sandersville; the
80th, Louisville, and arrived at
Savannah thirty-six days after
leaving Atlanta.

They crossed into South Caro-
lina on January 2, 1865; moved
through Hardieville, Prurysburg

and Raobertsville,

" They had a fight at Lawtonville
with the Wheeler eavalry, Then
they went on to Allendale, arriv-
ing at Columbia, 8. C., February
16. On March 4 they crossed into
North Carolina near Cheraw.

On March 10 they had a battle
a8t Averysboro. Then they went

to Goldsbore, arriving at Raleigh
on April 14. On April 156 they
heard of the assassination of the
President. On April 80 they start-
ed the homeward wmarch. This
took them through Richmond, Va.,,
May 8. On May 19 they went into
camp near Alexandria. They
marched in the grand review on
May 24,

They were mustered out on June
12.  Arms, horzes and their old
flag were left in Indianapolis.

Their finishing march was down
Terre Haute, on

Main street,
June 29,

Of the loss of the regiment,
forty-three were killed and died
of wounds, while 164 died of dis-
ease.

Extracts from some of the let-
ters that passed between my grand-
father and grandmother Hobbs
dyring the civil war. While these
are personal letters I believe if my
grandparents were living today
they would grant me the privilege
of using the parts that I have, in
order that we might better under-
stand what they went through in’
those dark hours. I have used the
exact words as they had written
them although in some instances
sentences did not immediately fol-
low each other as they are here
printed. .

MARY "TO WILLIAM.

September 28, 1362—May brought
me a letter yvesterday evening stat-
ing that yor had been very slck and

that you had not heard from home
since you left.

October 6, 1362—When we get n
letter from yvou Bttle says "Let me
see I,”” and sits down In her chalr
to read it.

October 24, 1862—I am sorry to
hear that some of your men are go-
ing back In a moral point. I hope
¥ou wlll have & good influence over
them to do better.

Octoher 27, 1862—Was sorry to
hear of your belng slelk agaln. I
fear ¥ou are not golng te have good
health in the army but I will try
and hope for the best. Today Ettie
iz two years old.

November 23, 1862—BEttle 1y right
fleshy and as lvely as ever. BShe
says she i3 papa’s glrl.
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November 30, 1862—1 sit down to
write you the sad Intelligence that
my brother Newion iz no more on
earth. He died the twenty-seventh
of this month. Moses sent a dis-
patch to Tommy to come after him.
The doctors =after & consultatlon,
sald he could not be moved but he
lived from Monday unti]l Thursday
ofter they brought him home. His
last words were “Farewell, fare-
well, Lord Jesus receive my spirit.”
He died of pneumonia and typhold.
Amanda (the widow) Is almost
heart-broken, How many homes
and hearts has this wicked rebelllon
made desolate and how many mora
will it make ere 1t ceases to ralse
its puny arm. My prayer is, hasten
‘tihe time oh Lord when it wlill be put

own.

talks about your com!ng home and

sitting on your lap and your sing-
ing chlckadee for her.

March 3, 18363—I heard yesterday
there were 500 soldlers camﬁed near
Paoll. They were sent to hunt de-
serters.

March i4, 1863—1 saw in the pa-
pers that the brigade you were in
was surrounded by the rebels and
most of them killed or captured. 1
spent geveral uneasy days and
nights but finally received a letter
from you. I took Ettle with me to
Millers and every house we passetl.'
she would eay “There ig Loulsvilie
She thought we had started to see
you again. I sometimes think this
war will not last long, then agaln
I fear it will. Be that as it may, 1
wili try to trust in the Lord and
leave the event with him, I don't
want you to be discouraged.

May 38, 1863—My health i3 pretty
good with the exception of cold I
caught yesterday preaching In the
open alr at the 32 Indlana. They
have no chaplain at present.

November 25, 1863—Loulsville,
Ky.: (BEvidently returning from a
furlough). Whlle passing through
New Albany 1 went to the hospital
and saw Moses, Fanny and Elzy.

January 4%, 1864 — Fosterville,
Tenn.: Yesterday, X went to Chris-
tena and last night preached to the
33d. They have a powerful revival
there. Tonight about 800 yards from
here is a dance. .All are gone from
headquarters but me. I had an in-
vitation to the “party” but thought
I epuld better employ my time.

January 17, 1364—We had meeting
tonight and afterwards a lieutenant
came into our tent when we com-
menced talking on religlon. He Is
a good, clever fellow, but not relig-
fous—don't swear nor drink whisky
which {8 more than can be szld of
most officers. "We have fitted up a
house which wlll hold about 150 per-
sons and It 1s filled nearly every
time. We have a fine prospect of
conslderable revivel. We are sorry
that Indlana fs about to fI11 f{ta
quota without r draft. We wantsd
to slge some of the butternuts in the
ranks, )

house two mlles north of here where
we have n detall of men getting
rallroad ties.

When he came to the hos-
pital I fenred he would dle, I have
had charge of the hoapltal for the
lJast month and lost one man with
this disease.

three miles from camp and were ail
eaptured except one.

of Orleans. In he moved to
Raglesvlile, Davless county. Here
he practiced medicine and preached

Willlam Tommy, the
undertaker, told me Dr. Hobbs was
called on to preach the funeral of
Brother Montgomery. At the close
of the sermon he sald: “Any eulogy

The doctor was an earnest
preacher and always quit when he
got through. Thile I wag stationed-
at Plainville I was called to Ragles-
ville to preach the funeral of this
patriot and saint of the Lord. He
had answered to the last roll call
and pitched his tent on.fame's eter-
nal camping ground. His wife was
a helpmeot In every sense of the
word. They mutunlly shared each
other’s joys and.sorrows. During
the dark days of the eivll war this

mrnd thereby gave strength and cour-
age to the husbands and sons who
wore the blue. In 1862 this mother
with other patrlotic mothers made
e Jarge flag by hand. Every stitch
in it was made by hand. On Mapy
6, 1862, Mrs, Wliliam Pinick, in n
brief speech In honor- of the hus-
bands and sons who were fighting
for their country, presented the filag
to Dr. Carter, who accepted it with
thanks. The flag was then ralsed
on & pole 110 feel high. Thla fiag
iz now In_the archlves of the Orange
County Historieal Soclety =at the
Courthouse in Paoll. This mother
will never fade from my vision. My
mother was _ estricken down with
erysipelas and diphtheria in Febru-
ary, 1863. The dlsease was conaid-
ered contagious and neighbors
feared to come to Ees my mother.

The evening of February 18 my
father sent me to see it Sister
Hobbs would come down and mtay
overnight with us. About 9 o'clock
she came on horseback. About 1
g m., February 17, my salnted
mother was not, for God took her.
Sister Hobbs dressed mother and
about 3 o'clock went home in the
dark. 1When I was stationed at
Cory, Clay county, I received & mes-
sage from C. M., stating his mother
had gone to her crowning. I
preached her funeral. It had been
her request that I do thls. It was
the saddest funeral I ever attended
outslde of my own family. I am
indulging In the hope that I shall
meet these mothers in the sun-
bright clime undimmed by sorrow
ond unhurt by time.

The friendship of C. M. Hobbs and
myeelf was like that of Jonathan
and David. He was n fine young
man., He was a yYoung man with
iofty aspirations. No blot or stain
ever marked his pathwa.i(. No shad-
dows ever fall on his lfe. His
business career has won_the respect
of all who knew him. He leaves a
rich heritage for his children. The
worid has been enriched by his life
Farth never bore upon lts bosom
o better friend nor heaven cpened
to recelve a manlier spirit.

The Rev. Mr. Denny =also copied
and inclosed the poem of Will
Carleton entitled “The Country
Doctor,” which he. said was a fit-
ting tributz to the memory of Dr.
W. P. Hobbs:

In answer to a request of the
Rev. John Ragle, a Methodist
preacher, for a eulogy of my
grandparents, under the date of
July 8, 1927, he sent from Spencer,
Ind., the following:

Dr. W. P, Hobbs was our famlly
doctor in my boyhood days and also
in my young manhood days. 1 re-
member dlstinctly 2 thing that hap-
pened one time when I_was almost
p grown young man. I had a bed
case of measles and Dr. Hobbs, of
course, was our dector. He pre-
soeribed whisky and ginger. I was
awfully sick and almost burning up
with fever. J wanted water, water,
But no, the doctor safd 1 must not
have water, but by and by the fever
was g0 high and the thirst so intense
T sald to my sister-in-law, Mrs. Amos
Ragle, who was walting on me, "I
must have water!” But she sald
“No.” TFlnally I sald “I must have
water or Tl die!” Bhe stlll said
“No, the docter sald no,” but I said
Y must have it,” znd I started to
get out of bed to get the water,
Then she brought the bucket and
set it near my bed. I drenk all the
cold watér a fevered patlent could
hold, Directly everything turned
zreen and black and then I knew I
was going to die—but I didn’t. The
measles popped out and I was soon
much better, 'That afternoon the
doctor ecame and Mrs. Ragle told
him what I _had done. He just
threw himself back and laughed
very heartily, saying, “Oh, well, I
guess thot ls just what he needed.”
It wasn't a bit funny to me then,
but since when I think of It, It Is
funny. 'The science of medicine has
changed very much in the last for-
ty-five to fifty years, However,
Dr. W. P. Hobbs was a good doc-
tor, one to be trusted and loved.

He was also gz licensed Metho-
dist preacher and did quite a bit of

preaching. in  the neighborhood
round about Raglesvilis and else-
where where he was known and, by
the way, he was & good preacher——
very pointed in hls remarks, very
earnest and enthusiastie.

I heard him preach often In our
home church and elsewhere. One
time he was preaching during a
series of meetings, He preached a
very earnest, pointed sermon, then
made his piea.. asking people to
come forward and sccept Christ.
Nobody eame, He exhorted and in-
sizsted but noboedy came. Hea finally
sald: “Well If you are determined
to go to hell to hell with ¥ou!" Then
he turned and sat down.

I think he could say the most In
a few words in prayer of any man
[ ever heard pray. His prayers were
short, Zfull of meaning and very
pointed, -"When I was called to the
ministry Dr. Hobbs ‘was my very
best counselior and advisor. -He
was a friend In need and a friend
indeed. In the beginning of my
work in the ministry he often went
with me to my appolntments and
encourzged me and helped me, T
expect to meet him on the ramports
of the glory world, He, his good
wife =and family were the real
fruits of the sturdy and faithful
training of the early Quaker ang
Methodist parents of our country.
With gratitude, much and tender,
I add these words to the sacre
memory of Dr. and Mrs. W, P.
Hobbs and family.

Rev. Mr. Ragle has been in the
Methodist Episcopal conference
thirty-four years and is a very
successful prescher. 1 well re-
member when he decided to take
up the ministry and again entered
public school, the one some of his
children and I attended. The post-
office at Ragleaville was named
after the family to which he be-
longed.

WILSON HOBBS

Dr. Wilson Hobbs, son of Sam-
uel and Ruth Hobbs, was born in
a log cabin at Salem, Ind., August
21, 1823, and died at Knightstown,
Ind., July 24, 1892. He was at one
time president of the Indiana State
Medical Society and a member of
the board of education of Knights-
town, He was a member of the
Society of Friends.

His mother died when he was
five years old and he was tdken to
live with his grandparents, Wil-
liam and Priscilla Hobbs. Later
he lived with his wuncle, Elisha
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Hobbs then as a young marn went
to Mr. DPleasant, O., fo attend
school where his uncle, Barnabas
C. Hobbs, was in charge. In the
spring of 1844 he went with his
uncle Barnabas as his assistant in
the White Water Academy. He
was principal of the Springfield
(0.) High School for three years
and during which time he married
Zalinda Williams at Centerville,
Ind,, in 1846. For two years he
managed the Clinton county (Ind.)
Seminary. He read medicine un*
der the direetion of Dr. Jesse T,
Harvey, Dr. T. B. Harvey, of In-
dianapolis, Ind., and Dr. W. F.
Harvey, of Kansas City, Mo. Fail-
ing to get money with which to
attend medical collepe, in the fall
of 1850 he and his wife accepted
the position of superintendent of
gehools of Shawnee Indians in
Kansas territory, and practiced
medicine on the route and among
the Indians., After two years' gerv-
ice they returned and Mr. Hobbs
attended the -medical department
of Michigan University and in
1853 was graduated by the Cincin-
nati College of Medicine and Sur-
gery.

They settled at Annapolis, Parke
county, Indiana. Dr. Hobbs was
chosen as the surgeon of the 85th
Indiana volunteers when this regi-
ment was organized in the eivil
war. ' After the war they moved to
Carthage, Ind., and were there un-
til 1873 when they moved to
Enightstown, Ind.,, where Dr.
Hobbs continued the practice of
medicine until his death.

Their children were: Orville,
‘Walton, Charles, Mary, Robert,
Fannte and Harry. All are now

dead. There is one child each of

the families of Charles and Mary.
These are the only grandchildren
now living.

Amanda Hobbs was born October
22, 1824, near Salem, Ind. She
was married to Milton Hill May 23,
1844. She died September 25, 1900,
at Carthage, Ind., buried in Wal-
mut Ridge cemetery near Carthage,

Their childrer were: Thomas C.,
Ruth, Susanna, Ellen, Charles S.,
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Wiiliam H., Emma J., and Irwin
‘M. All are now dead except Irwin.

Maria Hobbs—\;;s born August
29, 1827, and died May 1, 1828.

Ruth Hobbs was born March 11,
1829, She married Lorenzo D.
Milier, March 14, 1860. She died
at Seymour, Ind., January 13, 1899,

Cyrus May Hobbs, son of Dr.
wWilliam P. and Mary Ann (Elroed)
Hobbs, was born at Paoli, Ind.,
July 20, 1847, and died at Plain-
field, Ind., April 19, 1927, at the
age of geventy-nine years and nine
months. He was educated in the
common schools of Orange county
and at the Blue River Academy at
Salem, after which he worked in
a book store at Mitchell and trav-
cled for a time. His first experi-
ence in a nursery was with Abra-
ham Trueblood st Salem. Subse-
quently he took employment with

Oliver Albertson in a nursery in
‘Washington county and remained
there until he moved to Bridgeport
in 1875, the Albertson nursery
having been transferred to that

place.

CYRUS MAY HOERBS
Following the death of Mr. Al-

bertson, the latter's son, Emery
Albertson, and Mr. Hobbs formed
a partnership and the business was
conducted under the name of Al
bertson &Hobbs until July 1, 1907,
when the firm name wes changed
to C. M. Hobbs & Sons,

Although a student of all the
natural sciences, Mr. Hobbs took
a more active part in hortizulture
than in any other branch. He
helped develop several new V&-
riet’es of apples and was largely
interested in apple and peach or-
chards in southern Indiana, He
had served as president and secre-
tary of the Indiana Horticultqral
Society and st one time was vice-

president of the American Asso-
ciation of Nurserymen. He also
was a member of the Indiana His-
torical Society.

Mr. Hobbs was a member of the
Sceiety of Friends, and for an ex-
tended period was president of the
Friends’ Academy at Plainfield.
He lectured at Purdue University
on horticultural schjeets, and for
sixteen years was a member of the
board of trustees of that institn-
tion. In 1926 he decl’ned reap-
pointment to the board becanse of
failing health. When the corner-
stone of the new horticultural
building was laid at Purdue he
presided at the ceremonies.

His connestion with the Friends
church caused him to be invited to
become & trustee of Earlham Col-
lege. He was deeply interested in
the welfare of that school, and fre-
quently served on committees in
connection with its work, but be-
cause of his connection with Par-
due he declined to become a2 mem-
ber of the board of trustees. In
1923 he was chosen as one of the
delegates from American Friends
to attend an international peace

conference in London, but because -

of sickness in his family he was
unable to go.

In October, 1925, when Mr.
Hobbs attended his last meeting as
a member of the board of trustees
at Purdue, the other members of

" the ‘board presented to him an i}-
- luminated testimonial. It set forth
that ““for sixteen years he has
served with conscientious devotion
the interest of this university and
the state of Indiana. For many
ears he has been foremost in In-
diana in horticulture and its allied
‘sclenses and interests. The canse
of agriculture in general has had
no better exponent or advocate
and he has contributed greatly to
its advancement by his enthusi-
asm, wisdom and learning and the
agricultural and horticultural in-

terests will seriously deplore the -

. loss of his services to this insti-
tution,

“This board desires that record

be made of its eppreciation of his

services to the university, of his
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character as a man and of the af-
fection that has ever been his in
the heart of every active member
of the board who has enjoyed his
companionship. His lofty intep-
rity, his fine commitment to the
precepts of honor and his idealism
have characterized him as an un-
usual eitizen and have made him a
most useful exponent of Purdue
ideals. His combination of con-
servatism, wisdom and learning
has been a bulwark of strength to
this board, to the university and to
the best interests which he has so
well represented here.”

_Mr, Hobbs fell dead of heart
discase or a stroke of apoplexy in
front of his home .in Plainficld
while waiting for a bus to take him
to the nurseries at Bridgeport.
Burial was in Maple Hill cenictery
at Plainfield.

sible to locate it. Thomas brought
branches of trees showing how
they were cut with the bullets and
said he didn't see how any one
lived through that rain of lead."

C. M. Hobbs has said his unele
whose name he bears, was the fin-
est specimen of mamhood he ever
saw, :

History tells us that the battle of
Fi. Donelson was the first impor-
tent Union victory of the war.

The fort was =2 strong work
on & bold bluff, 120 feet above the
level of the Cumberland river. The
defenses included three batteries,
the first one .some twenty feet
above the water, another thirty
feet higher, while the third was at
the top of the bluff,

February 13, General Grant with
about 20,000 men was before the
fort co-operating with the navy
on the river. The weather which
had been mild, now became in-
tensely cold which contributed to
the suffering among the soldiers.
The losses were very great as the
Union forces made repeated
charges up the hill. '

It was at this place after the
Confederate General Buckner had
proposed an armistice that General
Grant answered: “No terms except
unconditional and immediate sur-

render can be aceepted.,” The sur- -

render took place early on Febru-
ary 16, and caused great rejoicing
in the north. Grant was often re-
ferred to afterward as Uncondi-
tional Surrender Grant and it was
the beginning of his popularity.

Emaline Hobbs Hanna’s paternal grand-
father, James Hobbs, was born in France in
1785. He married Mary Ann MeCaslin from
the north of Ireland, He served in the war of
1812 for the United States of Ameriea. He
lived first in Kentucky, then in Indiana. John
Rusgell Hobbs, the fifth of their six sons, was
born in Kentucky. He married Duranda
Williams, youngest daughter of Abner Wil-




lams, who lost two sons in the Mexican War.
To this union were born five daughters, of
whom Emaline was the third. Al are now
gone exeept Elizabeth DeVore, the youngest
sister, who lives in Detroit, Michigan. Three
of the sisters gave their husbands to serve in
the Civil War.

Naney Emaline Hobbs was born August 27,
1840, at Vernon, Jennings County, Indiana.

Sunshine and courage were always a part of
her character. Losing her mother at the age
of ten, she spent much of her girlhood in the
home of her unecle, Abner Hobbs, of Indian-
apolis. Her eousin Alvin Hobbs, who beeame
prominent as a minister of the Christian
Church and was also president of a university
at Des Moines, Towa, was her brotherly ecm-
panion.

At the age of nineteen she was married to
George Pottortf, a student of theology in the
old Asbury University at Greencastle, Indi-
ana. In 1861 at Abraham Lincoln’s first eall
for volunteers, the doors of the university
were closed, all the students having marched

n a body and enlisted. The following day
they were hurried fo the batfle front. Erma-
line, with characteristic sweet courage stayed
behind to give of her uitermost strength to
those who needed help, taking food to the
traing full of volunteers, who passed through
the town on their way to the fromt; knitting
warm garments; packing boxes of provisions
to send to the eamps; earing for the widows
and orphans of those who had fallen on the
battle field. Her own husband died on the
day of the battle of Baton Rouge, Louisana,
in 1862, of a disease contracted during the
selge of Vicksburg, Mississippi. He is buried
in the National Cemetery at Baton Rouge.
But in spite of her own burden of sorrow she
showered the blessings of her noble example
of sacrifice, and cheered and imparted cour-
age and strength to the suffering even when
her own heart was bleeding at her great loss.
Never daunted she took up her cross with
serene fortitude and established herself in
business, which she conducted capably during
the nine years of her widowhood.




She was one of the pioneer businesswomen
of Indiana. She made repeated trips to New
York to replenish her stock and suecessfully
progressed with the times. Always a close
observer of affairs, she was especially interest-
ed in the reconstruction period following the
Civil War, .

On May 17, 1871 Emaline Hobbs Pottorft
‘was married to Hon. John Hanna of Green-
castle, Indiana, who had served as a presi-
dential elector in the election of Abraham
Lineoln, and was appointed by Mr. Lincoln
as United States Distriet nﬁaowﬁ&«.?u In.
diana and served as such during the Civil
War. He practiced law first in Greencastle
and was one of the ecity’s earliest mayors.
Later he formed a partnership with Gen.
Fred Knefler in Indianapolis. )

On entering the home of John Hanna as
wife, Emaline took up the duties of mother-
hood to his six children, Lillie, now Mrs.

Her second and even greater loss did not
crush her noble soul, but mustering all the
-strength of her experience as was her dis-

position and habit, she turned to the Father
of all for help and renewed courage that she
might not fail the children with which He
had blessed their nnion, ,
She operated the large stock and dairy
farm for twenty-five years, finding hours to
read with her children- before the old fire-

place in the library from the beloved authors
on the shelves, making them familiar friends

ot the family circle. Together they attended
leetures, ehureh and school ; diseussed current .
topies and entertained their friends.

She supported every movement that was for

.the good of the community. During these,

the busiest years of her life, she gave of her
ability to. the Church, which she Ioved and
for which she labored. She helped to pro-
mote and organize the Women’s Clab of
Plainfield, keeping her active membership in
both Church and Club to the last.

Many happy reunions have been enjoyed

"by the large' family in Emaline Hanna’s

home. It was a home where everyone felt
weleome and loved to be, for upon entering,
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each caught the spirit of deep sympathy, love,
optimism and understanding from her radiant
smile and weleoming hand, and departed with
more courage to face life.

With all her unusual public spirit Home
was the highest of her ideals for it gave her
time for meditation. As she herself expressed
it, ““Our earthly existence is a bit of eternal
time, and we must even now keep some period
sacred to that eommunion with our souls,
which gives us the ability to bear our bur-
dens. Time will be saved if every mother
will spend more of it in undisturbed medi-
tation, gathering in from the Fount of the
‘Universe the courage and peaceful patience
needed. There is' grave danger that we will
lose something fine out of our lives these
days, and be less worthy of our posterity.”’

. This was, no doubt, one reason.she choge
to remain on the farm after her helpmate
was called. - Years of struggle to rear and
edneate the family further developed her
wonderful character. Her life might be said
to be based upon three eardinal points: her

in the divine plan. She was never idle, her
indomitable will aiding her in meeting life’s
problems and burdens with rare fortitude.
It was characteristic of her to see always
the sunny side of life and to surmount
obstaeles with a smile. She lived for the
future and was far beyond her generation,
enjoying life to the fullest and ever keen and
- alert to the changes and the march of pro-
gress about her. Hers was the ability to fit
her mind to the times and remain fresh and
youthful. She was of the highest type of
Christian womanhood disseminating the
teachings of the Master by deeds and aects
rather than merely being eontent to live her
own life without endeavoring to help others.

She numbered her friends in legion, from
coast to coast, men and women in all walks
- of life; the lowly and the great were proud
1o elaim her friendship, for-it was sineere.

As a man
throweth away old garments and putteth on
new, even so the dweller in the body, having
quitted its old mortal frame, entereth new
worlds. Knowing it to be thus, thou shouldst
not grieve.’’
